Woodsmith Tips
Cutting Better Looking Plywood Panels

Plywood cutting diagrams are designed to get the most pieces out of each sheet. But that doesn't mean the project
will look its best. The photos below give you a good idea of what I'm talking about.

In the top photo, the parts are arranged as you'd see them on a cutting diagram. One edge of the sheet is used as a
reference edge for crosscutting or ripping each piece. It's economical, but the resulting parts have an unmatched and
often distracting look.

The lower photo shows a better arrangement. Here, the parts based on the best look for each panel. It'll take a little
longer to cut out the parts. But the finished project will have a more pleasing appearance.

Efficient Layout.
Cutting parts in sequence is quick and easy but often yields mismatched parts.

The Secret to Perfect Dadoes and Grooves

Dado Bit. Rout dadoes, grooves, Cleano_ut Bi_t. S.hort cutting edges
and hinge mortises with this bit. allow bit to ride inside a dado.

The router bits shown in this article are usually used to trim the full edge of a
workpiece flush to a template. But the two short pattern-type bits shown above are
also perfect for cutting precision joinery.

The dado bit (left photo above) is designed to cut crisp, flat bottom dadoes and
grooves when guided by a straightedge guide (lower left drawing). Since most cuts
like this are shallow, this short bit is perfect for the job.

The cleanout bit at the upper right has even shorter cutting edges. It's designed to
ride along the walls of a dado or groove to cut a flat bottom. You don't need a
separate template or guide (lower right drawing).
